WHO WE ARE 

The Mt. Bethel Elementary School Foundation is an ed-

ucational, non-profit  public  foundation  established  to 

enrich, empower,  and excel  every child’s education. 

We  are led by a Board of Trustees made up of 14 parent  

volunteers. 

Our Parent Teacher Association (Mt. Bethel PTA) is 

a non-profit organization which serves as a resource 

for families and an advocate for our children’s educa-

tion. We are led by an Executive Board of 8 parents 

along with our membership volunteers. 

WHAT WE DO 

Through grant requests made by teachers and staff, Foun-

dation funds a variety of needs that bridge the gap be-

tween what the county supports and what our teachers, 

staff, and administration voice they need. Foundation has 

funded about $2.3 million in grants since 1994. 

Each year the PTA holds its annual (and only!) edu-

cation-based fundraiser: Read-a-Thon. Students work 

collaboratively to achieve classroom and individual 

goals sponsored by Parents and friends of the school 

in an effort to win prizes! The PTA also has valuable 

partnerships with local businesses as part of our 

Treasured Partners Program.
